Re: Devastation by Hurricane Frances in The Bahamas
$125 MILLION TOTAL ESTIMATE DAMAGES

On Thursday, September 34 2004, Hurricane Frances, a category four storm,

mercilessly hovered over the islands of The Bahamas for endless hours, stretching into
four dark days and four long nights, virtually impacting its fury on every island within
The Bahamas, as it wreaked total havoc and devastation on the popular tourist
archipelago.

In its wake, it left The Bahamian people stunned, approximately three thousand
displaced and left homeless; especially in the West End and Eight Mile Rock districts of
Grand Bahama.

GRAND BAHAMA - In the words of Prime Minister Perry Christie, as he visited
Grand Bahama, considered one of the islands hardest hit by Hurricane Frances. “The bad
news is that the damage to infrastructure and personal property could no doubt amount
to millions and millions of dollars.

Due to severe flooding, evacuation was required in Regency Park, Bahamia North
and South, Queen’s Cove, Eight Mile Rock, West End, Hawksbill and the International



Airport and even some emergency shelters. Hundreds of Residents on Grand Bahama
have been left homeless. Some 480 homes were affected by Frances, while 60 were
destroyed, 127 no longer livable due to major damages, 33 businesses affected and 3
schools received major damage. Grand Bahama remains without electricity and phone
services have been partially restored.

ABACO.... Severe erosion in Sandy Point, damage to property throughout.

MAYAGUANA..”Sustained serious damage to buildings and roads..:

ACKIINS ISLAND..”Roofs were torn off and houses destroyed additionally,
Government schools and clinics were also damaged.”

NEW PROVIDENCE..."Serious structural damage to residences, government
and private buildings. Portions of the roof of the Children’s Ward and Operating
Theater of the Princess Margaret Hospital incurred great damage.

Many persons have contacted our office expressing their desire to assist
The Bahamas in this time of great need. We therefore invite you to assist us
financially and otherwise, toward our road to recovery. The clean-up and
rebuilding process in The Bahamas has already begun.
